Chevening Scholarships are the UK government's global scholarship programme, funded by the Foreign and
Commonwealth Office (FCO) and partner organisations. These prestigious Scholarships are awarded to outstanding
scholars with leading potential across a wide range of fields. They offer highly coveted opportunities for future leaders
to study a one-year Master’s degree at the UK’s top universities.

The objective of the Chevening programme is to support UK foreign policy priorities by creating lasting positive
re[étionships with future leaders, influencers and decision makers. The programme provides a unique opportunity for
leaders of the future to build a global network of continuing professional significance and also establish social, cultural,
academic or commercial partnerships with the UK.

The scholarship is to study in the British academic year, i.e. from September/October. Applicants who are interested in
applying for a scholarship should hold a Bachelor’s degree with a Grade Point Average of 3, have at least 2 years
relevant work experience, and attain a score of at least 6.5 in the English language IELTS test.
